This time we will be looking at our new RODE  NTG-1 Shotgun Mics. 
These are our first and frankly I have had some bad experiences with shotgun mics 
before, but these really changed my opinion .We used them to get the maximum level 
from the chorus in “The Pirates” and they performed better than expected. Great 
response, loads of gain and good off axis response made them the perfect choice with 
minimal sight impact. We chose the short model but the NTG-2 has a greater range. 
We are RODE dealers so see us for a great price or you can hire as you require them. 
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After such a great response last time we have decided again this month to run our 
Shure SM58 super prices 
Undoubtedly the best vocal mic in the world, can’t be beaten and an industry 
standard.

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Hot Tips this time looks at Phantom Power 
 
Condenser Mics (such as the RODE NTG-1), lectern mics or active DI units require 
phantom power to work. This power is sent down the mic cable from your mixer and 
is usually 48Volts.Trouble begins when you forget to follow some simple rules. 

·  Never unplug a condenser mic without pulling down the channel fader or 
master faders for that channel. A loud bang will be heard which could damage 
your speakers. 

·  Just turning off the power to that channel may not be enough as residual power 
could be stored in the system. Or a feed may be occurring from another desk 

·  If you do not use good mic cables with good connectors you will get noise and 
loud “cracks” from the PA, again not good. 

·  In systems with multiple mixers, only send power to the mic from 1 desk to 
avoid trouble.
